ST DOMINIC'S IS A CHILD SAFE PARISH
At St Dominic’s we hold the care, safety
and wellbeing of children and young people
as a central and fundamental responsibility
of our parish.
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EMPTY TOMB

In today’s reading from Acts, Peter testifies: "They killed him by
hanging him on a tree, yet three days afterwards God raised him
to life and allowed him to be seen, not by the whole people but
only by certain witnesses God had chosen beforehand.”

Peter suggests that those God has chosen can "see" Jesus and
that these witnesses are called upon

by God to "preach to the people and
testify...." The good news of the Resur-
rection isn’t reserved to a few chosen
and elite people in the world. Rather,
the task of the first believers and our
task as well, is to spread the word to
the rest of the world what God has
done in Jesus.

John in the gospel tells us the first
thing Mary of Magdala, Peter and "the
disciple whom Jesus loved" saw was

an empty tomb! Mary arrived at the

tomb "while it was still dark" - it was still dark in another way for
both Mary and Peter. Mary concludes what any logical person
would, "They have taken the Lord out of the tomb and we don’t
know where they have put him." We don’t know what conclusion
Peter drew when he saw the empty tomb. Thank heavens for the
other disciple at the tomb, the "Beloved Disciple." Even without
seeing the risen Christ he looks into the empty tomb, sees the
burial cloths and the neatly rolled up head cloth and, John tells us,
"he saw and believed."

The Beloved Disciple was not only a disciple during the good
times with Jesus, but he was at the foot of the cross and so, wit-
nessed the suffering inflicted on Jesus. He did not run away but
stayed with the community and was there to hear Mary’s initial
report about the empty tomb. At this Easter celebration the
"beloved disciple" opens our eyes and ears of faith to the Risen
Lord in our midst. Jesus Christ is with us as we gather in his
name; he is here in the proclaimed Word; he is with us in the Eu-
charistic bread and wine.

HAPPY EASTER

With the current Coronavirus pandemic in our world, we are in a
position of challenge like never before, or at least in our lifetime.
We all will experience Easter in a very different way this year. Alt-
hough keeping physical isolation, our Easter celebrations will be-
come much more intimate with the close family members of our
household.

May Easter spirit always provide us tremendous hope for present
and future!
